Eastern Christian School has been accredited by the Middle States Association of Colleges and Schools for the 
past 7 years. At the seven-year mark, we need to apply for reaccreditation. We began the reaccreditation 
process last year by establishing a team of 27 members including staff, parents, students and community 
members. The team surveyed our constituents, evaluated our programs and established goals for our next 
seven years. Our new goal areas are Global Competence, Character and Strategic Planning. In March of 2017, a 
team of evaluators from Middle States will visit our campuses to assess our school and our accreditation plans.  
 
Accreditation is a way for Eastern Christian School to show that we meet the standards for quality education. 
Just like there are standards for learning in our curriculum, there are standards to ensure excellence in our 
educational program. The accreditation program that we are currently pursing is entitled Achieving Excellence 
System Wide. This program allows us assess ourselves in 12 different areas. We look forward to planning for 
continued growth in our educational program through the accreditation process.
